
KMUD is a Municipal Utility District (MUD) form of government that was created on December 27, 1972, under the authority, 

conditions, and restrictions of Article XVI, Section 59, of the Texas Constitution.  Kingsland MUD was created to provide sewer 

services for communities within the District’s boundaries.  Five Board members are elected to provide oversight of a District’s 

business.  KMUD currently provides: sewer collection and treatment, septic system materials treatment, brush grinding, com-

post, and recycling services.  A MUD has the authority to levy rates and taxes to construct, purchase and operate facilities for 

the District’s legally defined services.  Other functions MUD’s can provide include: water, wastewater, storm-water control, gar-

bage collection, road maintenance, parks, fire protection and police services if authorized by the District’s voters.

Grinder Unit Care and Maintenance 

 Over the past several years Kingsland MUD has been working on the Extension Replacement Program which involved the replacement 

of the metal extension/manhole on each customer’s grinder station.  The metal extensions have been replaced with watertight fiberglass 

extensions.  There have been several reasons for the replacement of the metal extensions, the first and most important reason is to stop the 

inflow of rainwater and infiltration of ground water into the District’s sewer system.  During heavy rain events the District’s sewer plant re-

ceives approximately twice its regular daily flow from inflow/infiltration of rainwater.  This causes the pump to run which increases the cus-

tomer’s electrical usage and also causes unnecessary wear and tear on the pump.  While the District’s employees are replacing the exten-

sion, they are also doing a complete diagnostic check on the system.   

 However, in the process of replacing these extensions staff has run into a number of units that have been obstructed thus violating 

KMUD’s policy.  KMUD’s policy states: 

 

ARTICLE II: PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES 

Section 2.01.  Construction of Improvements or Placement of Substantial Personal Property Unless in Accordance with 
Order. 

No person shall construct or install or cause to be constructed or installed improvements to real property, or place or cause 
to be placed substantial personal property, on any lot or tract of real property served or to be served by individual service facilities 
connected or to be connected to the System, unless done in all respects in accordance with the further provisions of this Order. 

Section 2.02.  Placement or Accumulation of Materials Impeding Access to Individual Service Facilities. 
No person shall place or accumulate, or cause to be placed or accumulated, material of whatever nature on, over or in the 

vicinity of individual service facilities so as to impede immediate access to the individual service facilities for purposes of inspection, 
maintenance, repair, removal or replacement. 

Section 2.03.  Further Prohibited Activities. 
No person shall install, remove, relocate or perform work on any individual service facilities or any thereof without first 

obtaining a permit from the District, unless such installation, removal, relocation or performance of work is conducted and carried 
out by or at the direction of the District; nor shall any person tamper with any individual service facilities or conduct any activity on 
property served by individual service facilities that results in damage to the individual service facilities or any part thereof.
